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Chapter 2: About the Rear
Indent Module (RIM)

This guide provides information about the optional Rear Indent Module
(RIM) that you can add to your system at the time of purchase or later,
as a field upgrade.

The Rear Indent Module

The RIM can be added to the back of a Sigma DS4 Instant Financial Issuance System. It allows you
to place indent characters on the front or back of the card. The RIM uses an indent character
wheel and an ink ribbon to indent numbers below the surface of the card.

o Sigma DS4 Instant Financial Issuance System requires D4.2.1 firmware or higher for RIM
compatibility.
Contact you system administrator for details on printer firmware.
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Site Requirements

Provide space for the system and for clearance around the system.

System Dimensions

The external system dimensions are shown in the following illustrations.

The following measurements show the system dimensions when the printer input hopper,
printer cover, and RIM access door are open.

o Best practices recommend that you provide a minimum of 3 inches (76.2 mm) of
additional clearance around the sides and rear of the system to maintain access to

the power cords and data cables, to load and remove cards and supplies, and to
provide ventilation.

Set up your card design using your card production software or another application, such as
Microsoft Word.

Standard indent position is on the right half of the card (starts 1.8" from left side of card).

The RIM can indent characters on either the front or back of the card.

The indent module does not support indenting a card that previously has been
laminated using the CLM laminator.

You can fine-tune the settings that control the RIM using Printer Dashboard. Refer to the Printer
Dashboard Help for information about using Printer Dashboard.

Verify Setup

After you set up the indent preferences, print several test cards to determine if the settings meet
your requirements.

When evaluating a card, make sure that:
e Theindent characters are positioned correctly and have the proper depth.

e The indent characters are applied correctly. Look for voids, or faint lines in the indent
characters.

Chapter 3: Troubleshooting

This chapter provides information to help you identify and fix basic issues
that can occur when using the Rear Indent Module (RIM).

Clear a Rear Indent Module Card Jam

A card jam occurs when the card does not reach the proper position for the next action, such as
indenting or ejecting the card.

You usually can resolve the error by pressing the USER button so that the printer clears the card
and displays Ready, or canceling the card from your application. If the error persists, do the
following to remove the card from the RIM.

1. Power off and unplug the printer and RIM.
2. Unlock and open the RIM.
3. Remove the RIM from the printer.

Push in the RIM latch release tab and pull the RIM away from the printer. Slide the RIM
straight back from the printer.

/_\ Caution: Avoid pulling out the RIM at an angle as this can damage the
electrical connection.

4. Rotate the drive gear to move the card out of the RIM.

Align the RIM directly behind the printer and slide it into
position as straight as possible.

Then, plug the power cords into the facility
power source.

7. Restart the printer.
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Repair a Broken Indent Ribbon

Do the following to repair a broken indent ribbon in the RIM supply cassette.
1. Unlock and open the RIM access door and remove the supply cassette.
2. Pull out an excess of indent ribbon from both spools of the cassette.

3. Trim the ends of the broken indent ribbon to be square and even.

4. Align the ends of the broken indent ribbon and apply adhesive tape to secure them.
o Keep the two ends of broken indent ribbon aligned and parallel when you tape them so
that they will not cause any binding inside the cassette.

Use a piece of adhesive tape that is not wider that the indent ribbon.

5. Turn the take-up spool clockwise until the mended portion is wound around the spool two or
three turns.

6. Reinstall the supply cassette in the RIM.

7. Close and lock the RIM access door.

RIM Messages on the Printer LCD Panel

When an error occurs processing a card, an error message displays on the printer LCD panel.
Refer to the printer’s User’s Guide for a list of printer messages.

The following messages display on the printer LCD panel when the system has an attached rear
indent module. They also display in the Printer Dashboard, and in a message on the PC that
issued the card print job when you use the Card Printer Driver.

247: Rear module error

The printer cannot communicate with the rear module.
Confirm the rear module has power and power off and restart the printer.

If the error occurs again:

1. Power off and unplug the printer and rear module.
2. Remove the rear module from the printer.

3. Reconnect the rear module and printer.

4. Plugin the power cords and restart the printer.
If the error continues to occur, request service.

RIM supply error

A RIM supply problem has occurred or the cassette is out of ribbon. Remove supply cassette and
address any issues with the supply or install a new supply cassette.

HINTS AND TiPS:

Ribbon may be at the end of roll. The cassette is translucent so you can see how much ribbon is
left.

Ribbon may be broken. Refer to “Repair a Broken Indent Ribbon” on page 15.
Make sure the ribbon is underneath the anvil.

Make sure both spools are wound tight before installing the ribbon.

After fixing the ribbon, push the user button to clear the message.

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Chapter 4: Supplies and Parts

This chapter describes the supplies and replacement parts available for
the Rear Indent Module (RIM).

Indent Ribbon Cassette

The indent ribbon cassette contains a one-time use ribbon. The
length of the indent ribbon is 50 ft (15.24 m). Indent character yield
per cassette will vary depending on card design elements. The
following ribbon cassettes are available.

Storage Guidelines

Store the indent ribbon cassette in the original package until you load it in the RIM. Keep the
original packaging closed until you are ready to use the cassette.

The cassette maintains its quality for about one year. For optimum card quality, purchase and
store quantities of material that can be used within one year.

If your site requires secure storage and tracking, follow your organization’s policy for storing
and tracking the supplies used to make cards.

Store the cassette in a location away from direct sunlight, with a temperature between 50°
and 80°F (10° and 27°C). A range of 30% to 70% humidity is recommended.

Install the cassette at room temperature. If supplies are stored in an environment that is
cooler than the printer environment, allow supplies to reach room temperature before you
use them.

If the printer will not be used for an extended period, remove supplies from the system and
store them with new supplies.
